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Delegate Certification Procedures
Overview
[bookmark: _GoBack]To ensure Delegate Assembly business can be conducted accurately and efficiently, ASBSD By-laws stipulate that all delegates and alternates must be certified at the local board level prior to Delegate Assembly. According to our governing documents, the deadline to certify is 10 days prior to Delegate Assembly. To assist in meeting preparations, ASBSD has established an administrative Oct. 15 deadline for delegate certification, however the deadline established in the Constitution and Bylaws is Nov. 8. 
Sending a Delegate 
Under our mission and vision, ASBSD is focused on being an advocacy organization. The resolution-setting process, and therefore Delegate Assembly, is critical to ASBSD’s mission. Delegate Assembly sets our advocacy positions and priorities, which guides staff during Legislative Session, triggers our communication efforts and allows us to inform the membership about legislator action relative to ASBSD positions. 

ASBSD hopes to have a delegate from every school board in South Dakota. 
Who should we send as a delegate?
Delegates can be any board member from a full-member district in good standing. Because of the role Delegate Assembly plays in establishing our advocacy efforts, though, your districts Legislative Action Network representative (designated legislative contact) may be a natural fit to be your district’s delegate – it allows the LAN Contact to be more familiar with ASBSD positions as key issues come before the Legislative Session. 
Delegate Certification 
To certify a delegate, take official board action and complete the Delegate Certification form, which ASBSD mails out prior to Delegate Assembly.
