PIERRE, SD – A local service group and three local education advocates have been recognized with the Associated School Boards of South Dakota Community Service Award.  

The awards, given to individuals or groups serving their local school district in exemplary fashion, were presented during the ASBSD and SASD Convention, held August 6-7 in Sioux Falls. 

Wayne Lueders, executive director for the school board association, applauded the honorees for their dedication to the children in their communities. 

“Strong community support is essential to strong public schools,” Lueders said. “It’s an honor to recognize leaders outside of the school district who have worked so hard to provide a quality education for their communities.”

2009 Community Service Award Honorees

Kiwanis Club of Lead (Nominated by Lead-Deadwood Superintendent Dan Leikvold)

The Kiwanis Club of Lead is strongly focused on helping area youth. For the past 17 years, the Kiwanis Club of Lead has organized the annual Prospector Bowl, an event featuring multiple football games as well as tailgating and entertainment for the whole family. Virtually all of the money raised from the Prospector Bowl is returned to programs designed to promote the mental, physical, and spiritual growth and well-being of the district’s students. In addition to its youth-oriented program contributions, Kiwanis has donated to many individual students who showed significant financial need.

Sen. Stan Adelstein (Nominated by Rapid City Area Schools)

South Dakota Senator Stan Adelstein, through donations as well as advocacy and personal involvement, has long been a supporter of educational opportunities within the Rapid City School District. His contributions have provided students with numerous activities, experiences and opportunities that otherwise would be unavailable.

Senator Adelstein has been a consistent and unabashed supporter of arts education. Through his substantial monetary contributions he has continued to not only enhance, but sustain programs for Rapid City youth.

Jim Scull (Nominated by Rapid City Area Schools)

Jim Scull leads by example when it comes to enhancing the achievement of area students and advocating for Rapid City public schools. 

Through collaboration with the school board, personal involvement, providing professional opportunities and monetary contributions, Jim has shown his dedication to support students and the community with initiatives that benefit people of all ages. His advocacy has impacted the district’s arts, co-curricular and general curriculum activities for students at all levels.

Rhonda Kludt (Huron)

The city of Huron and the state of South Dakota are no strangers to Rhonda Kludt’s advocacy for students and education.
