PIERRE, S.D.  – Seven South Dakota school board members were honored for their commitment to board development at the Associated School Boards of South Dakota awards banquet in Sioux Falls on Aug. 12. 

South Dakota school board members qualify for the awards by earning points for completing various professional development activities, including attending workshops and seminars designed to enhance board members’ knowledge and skills. 

Wayne Lueders, ASBSD executive director, says citizens should view these awards as sign that board members are working hard for their community. “Board members that make time to learn have to gie up time somewhere else,” Lueders said. “But they do it willingly because the voters elected them to build strong public schools, and they take that responsibility seriously.”
