ASBSD Statement of Gov. Daugaard’s FY13 Proposed Budget

PIERRE – ASBSD Executive Director Dr. Wade Pogany issued the following statements regarding Gov. Dennis Daugaard’s FY12 proposed budget. 

STATEMENT ON GOV. DAUGAARD’S PROPOSED BUDGET
Gov. Daugaard’s proposed budget is positive given the state’s limited resources. School board members are asking for a return to financial stability and relief from unfunded mandates, and the governor’s budget is a step in that direction. 

STATEMENT ON PROPOSED INCREASE IN PER-STUDENT FUNDING FOR FY13
Gov. Daugaard’s proposed $35 per-student increase is more than the law requires, and that is welcome news for school boards that are still adjusting to last year’s cuts. The proposal doesn’t make up all the lost ground, but the governor’s budget does reflect a commitment to our state’s education funding formula and provides school boards with some much-needed financial certainty. 

STATEMENT ON ONE-TIME TRAINING FUNDS
The governor’s budget appropriately includes funding to help school districts implement new state education initiatives. Raising expectations for our schools, educators and students is the right thing to do, and it’s encouraging that the state is willing to financially support the transition. 
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
